Kentucky 4-H Summer Camps offer an array of activities for youth. They can catch everything from fish to butterflies; identify trees and critters during nature hikes; learn to swim; use a canoe; take part in shooting sports; make arts and crafts and participate in challenge courses. Youth will also have the chance to sing and dance, make new friends and have fun.

Resident 4-H camps are open to all Kentucky youth, ages nine through fourteen. Groups of youth from every county will attend one of the four resident camps during the nine-week summer season. The 4-H camping program provides a safe, secure and fun environment for Kentucky campers. An onsite EMT/health care provider is always available to take care of campers needs.

West Kentucky 4-H Camp is located on 450 acres near Dawson Springs. It has a state-of-the-art challenge course program for exciting and effective leadership and team-building training. The course has seven high elements and twelve low elements. The camp has a 14-acre lake for fishing, canoeing and wetlands studies. It has facilities for archery, riflery, swimming, basketball, softball and soccer.

Lake Cumberland 4-H Camp in Jabez has 1,500 acres of rolling hills and forested land and six miles of shoreline. Jabez offers a new challenge course with 10 low elements and six high elements for fun team-building and leadership activities. Lake Cumberland also has areas for fishing, canoeing, softball, basketball, riflery, archery and swimming. Evening programs take place at a cozy campfire area or in a shelter house.

J.M. Feltner Memorial 4-H Camp near London covers 182 acres of scenic foothills near the Daniel Boone National Forest and Levi Jackson State Park. A one and one-half acre lake provides opportunities to fish, canoe and participate in pond studies and other environmental activities. The camp offers facilities for archery, riflery, horseshoes, volleyball, basketball, tennis, crafts, nature classes and a low-ropes challenge course. 

North Central 4-H Camp in Carlisle near Lake Carnico is situated on 350 acres of rolling hills and forested land. The camp has a bird blind for nature classes, observation bee hive and six-acre lake for nature and environmental studies, fishing and canoeing. Other facilities include a lakeside campfire area, rifle and archery ranges, low-ropes challenge course, swimming pool and athletic field, multipurpose building and restored, historic log cabin.

The 4-H Youth Development mission of creating self-directing, productive and contributing members of society is driven home through the camp experience. Camp empowers youth by instilling a willingness to learn by applying both science and technology that surrounds them. The areas of communication, self-expression, leadership, and community awareness are enhanced through the camp experience. Decision making and problem management are two areas that are strengthened at camp. Putting oneself in such a diverse environment also allows for further development of interpersonal relationships with adults and other youth.
