State 4-H Horse Show Set July 5-12 in Louisville

The Kentucky State 4-H Horse show, considered the grand finale of this year’s horse competitions, is expected to draw 600 to 700 4-Hers to the Kentucky Fair and  Exposition Center in Louisville July 5-12.  The registration deadline is June 20.

The show has some open invitational classes as well as qualifying classes and a drill team competition. The open classes include yearling halter, walk/trot, two-year-old snaffle bit, driving and miniature horse. 



To qualify for the other events, a 4-H member must have placed in the top 80 percent of an area horse show.   This show has qualifying classes in English, Walking/Racking, Hunter and Western divisions.  4-H members also participate in the drill team competition of horseback routines performed to music.



Horse clubs will demonstrate safety and proper care of their horses in the Stable Management event.



Each year, the show is dedicated to an individual in recognition of on-going support of Kentucky 4-H horse programs.  Youth from each Extension area will participate in the dedication ceremony July 9.  In addition, four youth will receive a $500 savings bond presented by Billy Ray Smith, Kentucky Commissioner of Agriculture.  



Participants at the state show may compete in the Southern Regional 4-H Horse Championships July 30 through August 3 in Perry, Georgia.



As you prepare for the Kentucky State 4-H Horse Show, remember that all state horse show entries must have a copy of the horse’s current Coggins Test and signed copy of the member’s 2003 4-H Horse Eligibility Form.  Also, Kentucky Department of Agriculture regulations mandate that a valid Coggins Test accompany all horses in transit, even though the test is attached to each a show entry. This test must be drawn every six months for interstate transit, and annually for transportation within Kentucky.
