Approximately 700 4-H Youth Development members are expected to compete in the Kentucky State Horse Show held July 10-16 at the Kentucky Fair and Exposition Center in Louisville.

A miniature horse division has been added to this year’s show. Other divisions are walking/racking, English, hunter and western, with more than 120 total classes.


In order to participate in the show, members must qualify at a district 4-H horse show. District horse shows will be held through June.

Open invitational classes are also included in the show. These classes do not have the qualification requirement.  Open invitational classes include yearling halter, walk/trot, two-year-old snaffle bit, roping, driving, team penning and miniature.
