4-H Land Judging
Has Many Benefits

Land use across the country is gaining importance. Evaluating land for various uses begins with recognizing how to best utilize and manage soils. Youth taking part in 4-H land judging begin to develop the skills needed to evaluate its suitability for various uses.


Through land judging, 4-H Youth Development members systematically evaluate soil properties affecting suitability for such uses as crop production, housing, transportation and waste disposal.  The experiences judging land teach 4-Hers that soil is a natural resource that must be preserved.  Youth also learn to make judgments and recommendations on setting aside land for specific uses and preserving soil resources. 

The State 4-H Land Judging Contest will take place August 20, beginning at 10 a.m. Eastern Daylight Time, in Bullitt County.  The awards ceremony will be at 4:30 p.m. that day in Cloverville during the Kentucky State Fair at the Fairgrounds and Exposition Center.

Junior 4-Hers will compete only on an individual basis.  Seniors may compete as individuals or on a four-member county team. The highest scoring team wins the right to advance to the national land judging contest in Oklahoma City.  All state land judging participants receive recognition.
