You can promote interest and active participation in 4-H Youth Development by becoming a spokesperson, or ambassador, for this program.


Because you’ve participated in 4-H Youth Development for a number of years, you’ve experienced first hand the positive impact this program has on people’s lives.  You’ve had fun as you “learned by doing” and made friends with other members and adult volunteers.  Your 4-H experience and sense of responsibility, plus the training you receive, will help you become an outstanding 4-H spokesperson and community leader.


This role is important and should be taken seriously because you will serve as a primary spokesperson for the 4-H program.  Your duties might include giving a speech to civic groups or donors, handing out programs at an event, making radio and video promotions, or serving as a group or activity host.  


As you receive and provide spokesperson training, you will learn and practice life skills that will help you, the 4-H Youth Development program and your community.


Spokesperson training is fun, but rigorous.  You will participate in a series of training sessions on such topics as writing and delivering a speech, achieving a well-groomed look and polished appearance, displaying confidence, dignity and social grace, eating at ease at a social event, completing tasks with class, presenting yourself and your message on the radio or camera. These sessions will help you identify your competencies and areas that need improvement.  A coach will guide and support you during the training and certify when you successfully demonstrate the necessary skills.


It’s important to remember that serving as a 4-H spokesperson also requires a family commitment because you will need their support, encouragement and interest.  Your family also will be responsible for providing transportation to training sessions and various spokesperson engagements, as well as appropriate attire for you.
