Homeowners, potential homebuyers and individuals interested in remodeling their home may want to visit an exhibit at the Kentucky State Fair aimed ateducating them about energy efficiency and indoor air quality.
Professionals from the University of Kentucky Department of Biosystems and Agricultural Engineering worked with folks from the Kentucky Department for Energy Development and Independence to fund and put the exhibit together. Faculty and staff from UK will be on hand to answer questions and talk with fairgoers about the exhibit topics.

With tax credits available for homeowners making energy efficient improvements, now is a good time to learn about things like energy efficient windows, solar tube lights, compact fluorescent lights and more.

Indoor air quality is always an issue in homes, so some displays in the exhibit focus on radon measurement and control and furnace filters.

You may want to learn how to insulate or seal your crawl space. Or maybe you want to find out more about geothermal heating and cooling systems. The exhibit will have information on all these things plus displays about recessed lighting fixtures, attic staircase covers, insulated attic access covers, ENERGY STAR appliances, blower door test units, water heater insulation, tankless water heaters, whole house attic fans, a variety of ways to insulate a ceiling, floor insulation and wall insulation. 

The exhibit is pretty comprehensive, and we’re sure you’ll find something of interest. So don’t forget to stop by the exhibit in the South Wing while you’re at the state fair this year.
